Our Ministries 
include:  Youth, Vocation, Laity, Pius Associations, Education, 
Health, Labor, Communication Media,      Christian life, and 
Peace and Justice.  Our Apostolate include:  Hospitals-13, 
Dispensaries-9,  Home for the disabled-4,  Lepers and AIDs 
home-1, Women rescue home-2, Home for children-28, Crèches 
for abandoned infants-1, Home for the aged-3, Family counseling 
center-1,Rehab center for Alcocholic-1, High schools-31, and 
Elementary schools-198.  All are free service including food 

and medicine. We serve Catholics and non-Christians.  Since 

our biggest Catholic population is living below the poverty 

line, we face great economic challenges.
