We have a deacon! Congratulations to
Jim Neubauer, our dedicated parishioner
who has served God and us as a cantor,
extraordinary minister of the Eucharist,
lector, and youth minister in particular,
sharing that last mentioned responsibility
with Adele Wright, who with Deacon
Jim goes above and beyond the call of duty, as it were,
as two of our Holy Family community's informal and
generous corps of volunteers in service to the People of
God in Union Beach and Hazlet.

This weekend we celebrate Deacon Jim's
first official Mass as deacon of the Liturgy of the Word &
Eucharist. Along and after four years of study with fifteen
other men of our four-county south central New Jersey
diocese, Deacon Jim was ordained by our bishop, the
Most Rev. David M. O'Connell, CM, at St. Mary of the
Assumption Church in Trenton at a 10am Mass on
Saturday, May 12.
