First Reading: Acts 10:25-26, 34-35, 44-48

or her heritage. Then the Holy Spirit descended on the 
Gentiles and Peter allowed them to be baptized in the 
name of Jesus.

The person without love does not know 
God, whose love for us is so great he sent his only son 
so that we might have life through him.

     Absolutely no re-registrations will be taken after  
June 25th, your child will have to wait for the 2016-17 year.

NEW  REGISTRANTS 
To register NEW STUDENTS in our parish religious 
education program, the following requirements must be met: 
 

1. Family MUST first be registered in Holy Family 
parish, at the rectory. 

2. Registration (in person) at the religious education 
office (Under the church).   

3. Copy of baptismal certificate for each child (even 
if baptized at Holy Family).  

4. A non-refundable registration fee as stated below for 
each child.  

1 CHILD $100.00 2 CHILDREN $150.00 
3 OR MORE CHILDREN $180.00 

5. A referral letter (proof of attendance) is required 
from a former parish for students transferring to our 
parish. 

6. Grades 3 through 8 must also present proof of other 
sacraments they have made. 

7. The normal time to begin religious education is the 
year your child begins first grade.
